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Definition: Use objects in the foreground,
middleground, and background to move the eye
through the image
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Most often used in Landscapes (city scpaes
or seascapes)

Foreground, middle ground, background elements
provide a focused movement through the image

Typically image is in sharp focus throughout
Contrasted with other techniques used to focus your
eye

Depth of field

Contrast
Fill the frame



Landscapes are stronger when you include
components of interest in all 3-planes

Lower your viewpoint

Bring the viewer into the scenez make a 2 dimensional
Image look 3 dimensional

Use a wide angle lens to avoid compression
Add a leading line for additional strength



Technical Note: Depth of Field

Refers to the amount of the image (from front to back) that
IS In focus

Controlled by Aperture (size of the opening) or f-stop

Larger apertures have smaller numbers
f/2.8 = large aperture
f/22 = small aperture

Large aperture = small depth of field
Hint:
Keep your aperture small

Focus on something aboutl/3rdsthrough your image
Use your depth of field preview button
